The joy of Christmas

The essence of the joy of Christmas is the Lord Jesus, who is
born in Bethlehem. This is the only and most important joy of
these moments. The Son of God, who through his birth became
man to save us. And this salvation begins in Bethlehem. This
is the fundamental and only good that should motivate our joy.
This is the joy that the angel speaks of to the shepherds: “Fear
not; for, behold, I bring you good tidings of great joy, that shall
be to all the people: For, this day, is born to you a Saviour, who
is Christ the Lord, in the city of David” (Luke 2:10-11).

The great and true joy of the birth of the Savior should
therefore be the defining characteristic of this time. Other
smaller joys should support that most important one, such as
the joy of meeting loved ones, or the joy of a moment of rest
and peace. However, we should not reverse this hierarchy.

God calls us to spiritual joy, united with faith, hope, and
charity. We can call this joy God's joy. It is not a fleeting joy,
a joy stemming from some experience or pleasure. Nor is it the
joy of acquiring material possessions. These joys quickly pass.
These joys are of little importance. God calls us to a different
kind of joy, a joy that is a lasting spiritual attitude, an attitude
of a cheerful heart, an attitude of rejoicing in God.

This truly joy should accompany us every day. That joy that
comes from inviting God into our lives and offering ourselves
to Him with complete trust and hope that His will for each
person and for the whole world will be fulfilled in and through
us.
